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1. Goals / Objectives of separation / divorce:  “What I want to learn.”
2. Length of separation (or time-table for divorce): common = 3-6 months.
3. Residences / living arrangements.
4. Amount of personal contact.
5. Continuing couple therapy:  amount, schedule and focus.
6. Focus, kind, styles of personal contact (e.g., limits on personal? Only practical contact such as coordinating co-parenting?).
7. Childcare arrangements, custody.
8. Legal:  cooperative; selecting an attorney(s), mediation, arbitration.
9. Sharing the news:  
a. Time sequence or schedule:  who, what, when?
b. individually or together;  what to say, what not to say:

i. Children.
ii. Parents, siblings.
iii. Other relatives.
iv. Neighbors, friends, co-workers.

10.  Finances and bill paying.
11.  Other relationships, dating.
12.  Sexuality:  together; others.
13.  Preventing / managing family discord: boundaries.
14.  Emotional sensitivities and roles in process.
15.  Dealing with disagreements: selves, couple therapy, mediation, arbitration.

16.  If divorcing, who will file legal papers.
